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FURTHER PARTICULARS AND METHOD OF APPLICATION
1. The School of Advanced Study

The School of Advanced Study brings together the scholarship and resources of the Institutes of Advanced Legal Studies, Classical Studies, Commonwealth Studies, English Studies, Germanic & Romance Studies, Historical Research, Musical Research, Philosophy, the Institute for the Study of the Americas and the Warburg Institute. The Institutes function as centres for research embodying an approach to advanced study in which small teams of specialists manage close and continuing interaction across a research library collection, a portfolio of research projects, a broad and freely-associating community of scholars, Fellows and postgraduate students. They aim to be 

· democratic: open to all who feel that their research has something to contribute to or to gain from the resources each Institute offers and the intellectual association with their peers that it promotes; 

· comprehensive: offering support at all stages, from archival and library research, through the critical appraisal of colleagues at seminars and conferences, to processes of publication; 

· altruistic: their primary purpose is to support the work of members of other institutions. 

The School is an ideal base for interdisciplinary research in the humanities and social sciences, especially across the member Institutes’ fields of study. The School and its Institutes are located in central London in and around the University of London's Senate House, close to the Colleges of the University of London, the University Library, the British Library, the British Museum, many other educational and research resources including national museums and collections, as well as a large number of national, international, commercial and governmental institutions and organisations.

2.  The Human Rights Consortium

The Consortium brings together the multi-disciplinary expertise in Human Rights found in several Institutes of the School, as well as collaborating with individuals and organisations with an interest in the subject. 

The main aim of the Human Rights Consortium is to facilitate, promote and disseminate academic and policy work on Human Rights. It holds conferences and seminars, host visiting fellows and coordinates the publication of high quality work in the field. 

The Consortium aims to establish a network of Human Rights researchers, policy-makers and practitioners across the UK and internationally, with a view to collaborating on a range of activities. 
The Consortium is currently launching a Refuge Law Initiative which will be the only academic centre in the UK to focus specifically on international refugee law. The RLI aims to function as a national focal point for leading and promoting the refugee law research agenda. It will work to create a network to engage the UK community of refugee law scholars and practitioners, stimulate collaboration between academics and non-academics, and achieve policy impact at the national and international level. It will be formally launched in October 2011. For further information

3. The Visiting Fellowship in Human Rights
Visiting Fellowships in Human Rights are granted for a period ranging from one to three months. Fellows are expected to help develop the activities of the Human Rights Consortium and its Refuge Law Initiative at the School by presenting at a conference or seminar or contributing to a publication, and to pursue their own research. Shared office space, access to computing and printing facilities and a library card are provided. 
Fellows will be expected to base themselves in the School for the duration of the Fellowship, subject to occasional trips out of London for their research and any lecturing engagements. Successful applicants should demonstrate that their research can benefit from the resources of the Consortium, and that it can contribute productively to the range of activity across the School. 
4.  Eligibility 

The Fellowships are open to junior or senior researchers, though only applications from those with relevant experience in Human Rights will be considered. Doctoral students are not normally eligible to apply for Visiting Fellowships.

5. Tenure

Visiting Fellowships in Human Rights are granted for a period ranging from one to three months between September and June of any academic year. Fellowships may be terminated or the offer of a Fellowship withdrawn without notice if the School is not satisfied that the conditions of the appointment are being (or can be) met.

6. Activities

Fellows are expected to:-

· provide a brief biography for use by the School and the Consortium in connection with the Fellowship Programme;

· develop the activities of the Human Rights Consortium at the School by presenting at a conference or seminar or contributing to a publication, and to pursue their own research;

· contribute to the HRC and School activities;
· write a brief report shortly after the end of the Fellowship period, for publication on the School’s website. 
Please note that parts of report will also be used in School promotional brochure. Any reservations to such a use should be made known to the Fellowships Officer.

· Publications containing results of work done with the aid of a Fellowship should be reported to the Consortium and should include adequate acknowledgement.

Fellows are encouraged to deliver invitation lectures, seminars etc in other institutions, time allowing, but the holding of any other temporary appointment concurrently with the Fellowship requires the express (that is, the written) permission of the Consortium. 
Please note that Fellows undertaking any other activities during the Fellowship period must ensure that the title of the Fellowship and School affiliation are clearly acknowledged.

Fellows may also wish to enquire about lecturing opportunities afforded by the School’s membership of CIAS (the Consortium of Institutes of Advanced Studies). 7.  Financial arrangements

· An honorarium of £2,000 is offered to successful candidate(s) (which can be used towards travel and accommodation). 
· Non-stipendiary fellowships may also be offered, subject to space availability.
Living accommodation is not provided, and it is the responsibility of the Fellow to arrange it.

Please note that accommodation costs in London up to a maximum equivalent to the six-month rental of a two-bedroom University of London flat are around (£13,140 in 2009/10).

8. Entry to the UK
Please note that UK Law now requires that some non-EU Fellows have an ID card before entering the UK. At the time of the UK-visa application, the relevant Visa office should provide Fellows with appropriate forms to acquire a UK ID card, which will be valid until the visa runs out. Please note that, on entry to the UK, fellows will need to provide a copy of the ID card to the Fellowships Officer. It is the Fellow’s responsibility to make the necessary arrangements.

9. Services to Fellows

· Fellows will be able to use shared office space in the HRC’s premises.

· PCs are provided in Fellows’ offices with email and internet facilities.

· Fellows will be entitled to use the Senate House Library and the libraries of the Institutes within the School. Access can be arranged to other libraries within the University. 

· Fellows’ offices are equipped with direct-dial telephones. 
· Stationery can be provided, and the Central University’s postal service may be used for official mail.

Method of application
Applicants should submit the application form with:
1. a short CV;

2. a statement of the research project to be carried out during the Fellowship (maximum: 1500 words) and outlining the contribution that the applicant is expected to make to the programme and to Human Rights scholarship.
3. Two references from appropriate academic referees, which should be provided at the time of the submission. 
Applicants should also indicate why it is important for them to be based in London for their research. 
Full contact details for the referees must be provided, and the references must have been obtained specifically for the Fellowship application. Please note that references cannot be given by members of the School.
11. Closing Date

The application deadlines are 30 September and 31 March. Prospective applicants are encouraged to contact Dr Par Engstrom (par.engstrom@sas.ac.uk) for all applications within wide Human Rights areas of interests, or Dr David Cantor (david.cantor@sas.ac.uk) for any applications related to the work of the Refuge Law Initiative.
